Wild Pitch or Passed Ball? 
Rule it as a Wild Pitch if the pitcher delivers a pitch that so high, so wide, or so low that 
the catcher cannot not stop or control the ball with ordinary effort and thereby allowing a  
.runner or runners to advance.  Rule it a Passed Ball if the catcher fails to stop or control 
a legally pitched ball if  it could be held or controlled with ordinary effort and a runner 
or runners advance.  Rule 10.15 (a).
